Hello,

Thank you for considering the LA-AK Yukon Challenge Rally.  Much of the information regarding the rally is listed on Craig’s list.  Rules are minimal:  Proof of valid driver’s license and insurance, functional seat belts, fire extinguisher, two members per team, entrants are responsible for their own expenses ( gas, food, lodging, repairs).  The rally is intended to be an endurance AND mechanical challenge.  There are three classes as interest has previously been expressed in surveys for the creation of each class.  This is a free rally and is not intended to generate any profit.

The philosophy of the rally is that life does not exist on the interstate highways.  We will attempt to take scenic and challenging alternate routes as much possible.  These routes are often through isolated wilderness and can not be compared to a similar drive to the East coast.

A group of college student film makers have expressed interest in documenting the rally and may drive a support vehicle.  If you desire to return your car home,  several teams are looking into having family or friends fly to Alaska and drive their car home on a return trip.

Many of the persons expressing interest are former entrants in the Melee and Iron Bottom rallies.  Thus far we have a core group that is dedicated to participating.  We have a goal of 30 cars but would be happy with 20.  Now is the time to make plans and prepare a car.  This isn’t the kind of commitment someone makes at the last minute.  I have asked for pictures of entrant’s cars and brief team descriptions so we might post them to stimulate interest.  Right now we are trying to get the word out and find enough mildly crazy people to commit.

Approximate costs are:  $400 fuel, $800 lodging, food, incidentals = $1200/2 persons or about $600 per person.  Return airfair is around $400 so 1K should be close to the total cost per person.  Of course much depends on the type of car, fuel consumption and personal taste in hotels and food.  The duration of the rally is 10 days.
